Whenever an investigation should lead to an
undesired outcome, he sets out to find alternative
facts and spins the inquiry towards an acceptable
culprit. He goes by the nickname The Red Herring,
referring to the false clues in detective novels.

But when a mysterious organization starts to spread
actual facts and unwanted proof, it demands the
utmost of his skills to steer the plot into the right
direction... and a lot of bullets.

Hanco Kolk is one of the most prominent Dutch comic
artists, praised by both mainstream audiences and
serious art circles. He is best-known for his humorous
creations with collaborator Peter de Wit, with Kolk
usually being the illustrator and co-writer. Among their
works are the historical adventure comic ‘Gilles de Geus’
(1983-2003), the photo comic ‘Mannetje en Mannetje’
(1988-1995) and the newspaper gag comic ‘S1ngle’
(2000- ...). Kolk is equally renowned for his drawing
style, whichis linear and has become soberer and more
refined over the years.
